The rapid disintegration of American capitalism heralds the opening of a 
period of open class conflict. The social and political forms of a previous 
era—global depression, mass social struggles, world war—now appear as 
the prologue to even greater upheavals to come. The population of the 
world confronts pressing questions that can no longer be put off: Where did 
this crisis come from?
